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CPR techniques include 3 basic
rescue skills, the ABC's of CPR:
Airway, Breathing & Circulation.

(If at all possible early access to
your EMS system should be done.
In most areas you would dial 911.)

1. Airway - A key
action for success-
ful resuscitation is
immediate opening
of the airway. The
back of the tongue
& the epiglottis are the most com-
mon causes of airway obstruction
in the unconscious victim.

2. Breathing - If breathing STOPS,

is the quickest way
to get oxygen into
the victim's lungs.
It should be per- ¥
formed until victim
canbreathe on own.

3. Circulation - Chest compres-
sions can maintain some blood
flow to the lungs, ¢
brain, coronary
arteries, & other
major organs.
When chest com- /3
pressions are per-
formed, rescue
breathing should also be per-
formed.
