The League publishes a magazine titled NEW JERSEY MUNICIPALITIES which reports up-
to-the-minute informatien on municipal administration and procedures by practical examples,
news notes and new laws. [t is one of the reading “musts” for municipal officials and is sent to
more than 8,500 readers each month.

Contracts, In-Service Training; Personal Consultation; Instructional Seminars and Research
