Competition & Cooking Instructions

YOUR TEAM ENTRY FEE INCLUDES:

· 8 foot table for set-up. No table covering provided.
· Tasting cups, spoons, napkins and (qty. 2) 2oz. serving ladles will be supplied by the fire department. Please do not throw away any extra cups and napkins. The Fire Department will pick them up when you are cleaning up.
· Disposable Gloves – All food handlers are required to wear gloves while handling food. (Health Department requirement).
· A Cooking Thermometer to ensure that hot food must be maintained or above 135 degrees (BC Health Dept. requirement).
· People’s Choice Voting Bucket – The tasting public will receive tickets with each donation to taste test. The chili team with the most tickets wins the $100.00 prize. All voting will stop at 2:00p.m. A fire department member collects your bucket. This is where you want to encourage your friends, families and neighboring fire departments to come out and vote for you.
· Judges Tasting Bowl: Bring enough to fill a bowl for the judges.
· BCHD requires a Hand Washing Station. The fire department will provide these.
· Trash can with trash bags – The fire department will provide these items and remove trash when needed.
WE RECOMMEND YOU PROVIDE:
· You will be inside the fire house so no tent or cover will be needed.
· Decorations – Please feel free to decorate your table and surrounding area. No table covering will be provided. This is not mandatory but is fun and will attract attention. 

· You are responsible for cleaning your area at the conclusion of the day. Return all unused supplies, pick-up all trash.

· Please feel free to advertise on Facebook and websites. The more people that come out the more votes for your chili!

SETTING UP AND BREAKING DOWN YOUR TABLE

· Set-up begins at 8:30a.m. and teams must complete delivery and set-up by 10:30a.m.
· You will be allowed to pull up onto the front apron of the fire house to unload your vehicle. Parking is available along the surrounding streets. Bringing fire apparatus? We can make arrangements for your vehicle to be on display as part of our Annual Fire Prevention Open House.

· If you are in need of assistance during the day contact a fire department member. The kitchen located in the firehouse is a Help Area.

· Award ceremony will at 2:30p.m. in the firehouse. GOOD LUCK!
COOK-OFF PREPARATIONS & COOKING RULES

· Fire Departments will compete against each other. 

· Bring a copy of your recipe. The recipe must be yours and original. Neatly print or type the recipe with your company’s name on the back of paper or postcard. Bring four (4) copies for the judges.
· There are no additional categories for vegan or vegetarian chili. All chili’s will be judged regardless of animal or plant matter inside chili. Just make it taste good.

· Be careful to clean up your area. Return serving ladles, thermometer, unused cups, spoons and napkins to the Fire Department before leaving the cook-off.

· At 2:00p.m. teams will be notified that taste tasting is over. Prizes will be awarded after tabulation of the People’s Choice tickets.

· At least one team member must be present to accept prize(s).
At 11:00a.m. you may begin serving your chili to the public. Please utilize only the cups and ladles given to you by the fire department to serve the public. Please do not overfill. The public will be purchasing tickets. One ticket gets them one taste cup of your chili. There is no selling bowls of chili. Tasting is by ticket donation only.
JUDGING
Judging Panel: 1st, 2nd, and 3rd Place prizes will be chosen by a panel of judges. Each team will be supplied with an Official Tasting Bowl with your team number on the bottom. Do not alter the bowl in any way as this is a BLIND tasting. You will deliver your filled cup to the judges where it will be placed on the judging table in random order. It will not be moved until judging is completed, so no judge will know which team is which when scoring your entry. Only the Judging Committee will have the Master List of which team number matches the cup on the Judging Tables. Cash prizes will be given to 1st, 2nd and 3rd Place. A cash prize will be given away to the People’s Choice Winner in addition to the Judges Award.
People’s Choice: at 2:00p.m. members of the Palmyra Fire Department will collect all buckets with tickets from the public for tabulation. The People’s Choice prize will be given to fire company with the most tickets. This prize is in addition to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place which will be chosen by a panel of judges. Remember, awards will give to the fire department with the most tickets in their bucket. You are welcome to make gallons of chili in hopes of acquiring more tickets.

Burlington County Department of Health Requirements for all Participating Fire Departments


Please review all of this information in this cooking instruction packet PRIOR to the cook-off. If you have any questions, please call Tracy Kilmer at 856-829-1096. Email any questions anytime to tkilmer@boroughofpalmyra.com.

· Disposable food service gloves will be worn by all members of your team that will be preparing or serving chili. Except when washing fruits and vegetables food employees may not contact exposed, ready-to-eat food with their bare hands, and shall use suitable utensils such as deli tissue, spatulas, tongs, single-use gloves or dispensing equipment. Once your chili is cooked and brought on-site you should not have any hand contact with food without gloves.

· When you wear gloves: Wear them the right way!

1. Wear food service gloves, or use sanitary utensils or deli tissue when handling ready-to-eat foods;

2. Always wash your hands before putting on gloves;

3. Change your gloves anytime you need to wash your hands.

After touching your hands

After using the toilet

After handling dirty equipment or utensils

After handling raw food, or

After any other activities that contaminate our gloves.

· No chili will be prepared on-site. It must be prepared in a BCHD licensed facility. If you will be brining chili, and you are not a licensed facility through the BCHD, please make sure that the authorizing facility, which has the license where you prepared your chili, signs off on the application.
· Any meat used in the preparation of chili and/or served to the public must be USDA inspected. It cannot be from a local farmer, or from your own farm or wild game.
· You may offer chili toppings such as cheese but it must be purchased from a commercially licensed facility.

· Potentially hazardous foods must be maintained at safe temperatures (41°F or less, or 135°F or greater), throughout the entire cook-off. Each participating team will be provided a stem type thermometer to measure refrigeration or cooler temperatures, heated holding temperatures and internal food temperatures. These temperatures must be routinely checked.
· Single serve articles (e.g. paper plates, plastic utensils) must be packaged stored and handled in a sanitary manner and shall be used only once. The fire department will be providing chili tasting cups and spoons for you to give to the public.
· Utensils and food-contact surfaces of equipment shall be sanitized before and after cleaning. Bring a sanitizing solution and clean towels or paper towels.

· The fire department will maintain two Sanitizing Stations at the event. If any equipment such as utensils should become contaminated bring that item to the station for sanitizing. Hand sanitizers, alcohol towelettes or the equivalent cannot be used in lieu of proper hand washing techniques.
· Proper hand washing techniques utilizing warm water, soap and individual towels must be done:

a. At the start of the food handling/preparation process;

b. After handling raw foods and before handling cooked foods;

c. After smoking and after using the toilet;

d. Before donning and after removing single-use glove
· No persons shall be allowed to work in situations in which they could contaminate food if they have signs or symptoms of gastrointestinal infections (diarrhea or vomiting) or obvious infections of the skin (boils or any scratches or wounds, especially of the hands or forearms), or signs or symptoms of upper respiratory tract infections (sore throat or nasal congestion other than from allergies).
· This event is a no pets event. Please leave all pets at home, at no time are pets allowed in the booth ort food service area.

· In 1993, the bacteria, E. coli, was implicated in a large outbreak in the pacific Northwest during 1993. This outbreak resulted in five deaths and over 500 individuals becoming ill. Undercooked hamburgers were identified as the source of the E. coli bacteria in this outbreak. A majority of the recent E. coli outbreaks have also involved the consumption of undercooked ground beef.

BRINGING YOUR HOT CHILI

· All parts of the chili must be reheated to an internal temperature of 165°F before it leaves your cooking facility.
· Be transported so that the temperature will maintain at 135°F or more until served.

· Be maintained on site at 135°F or more until served.

· If you have the means to being in cold chili: All parts must be rapidly reheated on site to an internal temperature of 165°F and be maintained at 135°F or more until served.
NO items may be sold at this event as this is a fund raising event for the Palmyra Fire Company.

2. The Chili Cookoff takes place inside the Palmyra Fire Department. This is a non-alcoholic event. The Chili Cookoff is a rain or shine event and will not be rescheduled due to inclement weather.

3. Participants will not be permitted to COOK on site. Bring your chili hot and ready to serve. Warming only. Two outlets will be provided for small appliances. You may use surge protected outlets. All cords and appliances are for you to supply.

4. Before releasing your chili to the public you will bring a bowl of it (judging cup provided) to the judging room. In order to complete for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place prizes you MUST have an official judging cup provided by the Palmyra Fire Department.

5. Set-up starts at 8:30a.m. and must be completed by 10:30a.m. on October 4th, 2014. No admittance after 9:30a.m.
6. Parking and Unloading: You can pull onto the fire department apron to unload your vehicle. Parking is available on Broad Street or across the street.
7. When arriving please go inside the firehouse to the kitchen area. At least one team member needs to sign-in and receive your items (i.e. judging cups, spoons, cups for the public tasting and bucket for People’s Choice Tickets). 

8. You can bring as much chili as you want. Every ticket into your bucket is counted towards the People’s Choice winner. The company with the most tickets wins that category. The serving size of the samples for this category is 2oz.
